Arriving at Santiago de Compostela there are 3 possibilities: -
1. Stay at Padrón and break the stage into Santiago by staying overnight midway. There is some accommodation, but it must be booked very early as Camino companies also book it. This adds one day to the itinerary

There are 3 main pilgrim masses at the Cathedral each day. However, the main one is midday. Note you are not allowed to take your rucksack into the Cathedral.
